Reimbursement Cost

The total reimbursement for services utilized for
members with hypertension in SFY2019 was
$1,427,531,639. The total reimbursement for members
with hypertension increased by 3.7% from SFY2018
($1,376,111,792). However, the average reimbursement
per member with hypertension was similar.

Despite a prevalence rate of 9.4%, the total
reimbursement for services rendered for SoonerCare
members with hypertension made up 25.6% of all
reimbursements paid in SFY2019. The cost of providing
care to members with hypertension was
disproportionately higher than the prevalence of
hypertension among SoonerCare members.
